History: 
Continue with our research on the Great Fire of London (BBC learning has some great resources)  
· Who is Samuel Pepys? Samuel Pepys is famous for writing a diary. He started to write his diary in 1660 and continued writing it until 1669. His diaries tell us much about what life 350 years ago.
· What did Samuel Pepys see? Samuel Pepys lived in London during the Great Fire of London. He described each day and what happened. He had to live his house to keep safe. He also describes how he later reports to King Charles II on the fire and the orders given by the king. 
· Why did the fire spread so quickly? The houses in London were built very close together. The materials they were made from were highly flammable (catch fire easily). The fire started after a hot and dry summer and the wind meant that the flames spread easily.  
· What changes were made to keep London safe? After the fire the city needed to be rebuilt. A royal proclamation meant that there were new rules to rebuild the city. Houses weren't built so closely together . Houses were no longer built from wood. Water was easier to access across the city. Each parish church had to keep equipment to help put out a fire.  

Did you include any of this information in your diary? Well done - you have learnt about a very important event that happened in our capital city. There will be lots of people in your family who will be interested to hear about what you learnt.
