Maths Topic: Time
Objectives: 
Tell and write the time from an analogue clock, including using Roman numerals from I to XII, and 12-hour and 24-hour clocks. 
Estimate and read time with increasing accuracy to the nearest minute; record and compare time in terms of seconds, minutes and hours; use vocabulary such as o’clock, a.m./p.m., morning, afternoon, noon and midnight. 
Know the number of seconds in a minute and the number of days in each month, year and leap year. 
Compare durations of events (for example to calculate the time taken by particular events or tasks)
Lesson 1: Read through the information on the knowledge organiser and complete the first sheet.

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Garden Birds

Why do Birds Matter?

Birds aren'tjust there to look pretty; they help the environment too. )
They help plant life by scattering seeds. They eat insects which

helps control insect growth and some birds, like magpies and crows,

eat dead animals. This gets rid of the rotting animals which could cause

diseases.

Numbers of Common Garden Birds
There has been a significant drop in the number of starlings in
the last few years. Some people think this is because farming
has made it more difficult for them to find crane fly larvae -

their favourite food.

In this year's Big Garden Birdwatch, house sparrows were the most widely
spotted bird in the UK. Over the past decade, there has been an increase in house
sparrows reported, although their numbers are still much lower than they were

in the 1970s. This could be because of cats or air pollution as more cars are

being used.

There has also been a rise in
some less wellknown birds,
like fieldfares. One reason
for seeing more fieldfares in
gardens seems to be that the
cold weather has made them
leave the countryside and look
for food in gardens.

Migration
Some birds leave the UK
during the winter months
because it is too cold for them.
They go somewhere where it is
warmer. When it starts to get
warmer in the UK, they come
back. This is called migration.

Capsule Activity

Have you ever found something from a long time
‘ago? We often learn about the past by discovering
things. Why not make history by choosing to put
things in a time capsule and burging them? Just
think, in the future, somebody will find them and
learn about what it was like at this moment in time.

What you will need:

- A strong, watertight container (something that will not biodegrade) which is big enough
to hold the items you want to bury

- A piece of paper.

- Objects to bury

1. Decide on the items you would like to bury. You may wish to choose things to represent
people in your family, your hobbies, holidays, house and more. Think about including a
range of things; objects, pictures and written evidence

2. On the piece of paper, write  letter to the prospective finder. You may want to tell them
‘about yourself and why you have chosen to bury the items.

3. Choose carefully where you are going to bury the time capsule.
