Home Learning 
Year 1 – Term 5 Week 5

Reading: 
READING FOR PLEASURE! 
Can you find a little space somewhere in your home to create a little reading den, or pick a special place that makes you happy when you read? Each day pick a book that you love and either read it to a grown up or ask them to read it to you. You could even take it in turns to read to each other.

Remember that you can continue to access the reading books from the big cat website and that each book has a worksheet with it (the link is on our class page in the website section). 

English: 
Diary entry: How are you getting on with your diary? Are you enjoying looking back at what you’ve been up to? If you would like to continue with your diary, we’d love to see what you’ve been up to. You might want to write in your diary weekly or daily.
Fact File Writing: We have a class full of children who love to find out facts and learn about interesting things! What would you like to create a fact file about? Have a look and see if you have any non-fiction books to help you find out about something you are interested in (there are some links below if you need help to think of an idea). 
To complete this information writing work, here are some ideas to support you. Try one of the ideas each day.
What is a noun? Have a look at the noun video https://www.bbc.co.uk/bitesize/articles/zrk492p. What is your information writing going to be about? Write a list of nouns connected to your idea – this list will help you with your writing. 
Research! What are you going to write about? You need to research your ideas …
You could write about an event in history, animals, space, bugs, a country that you are interested in, our planet, plants and nature….
If you search your area of interest in the BBC learning section, you will find lots of age appropriate learning and research. Create a concept map with all the ideas that you think will make your writing the most fascinating.  
Time to make your leaflet! You can either write your information book straight into your book, or get an a4 piece of paper and fold it into 3, you now have a leaflet to fill with information. Remember you need to research, plan and write, a little bit each day! 
This week the English work on the National Oak Academy is Information Writing – there is a daily lesson each day this week. You can use the daily work on the National Oak or follow the ideas above.  

Spellings:  Look at the spellings for week 5 that were sent to you before Easter, can you learn them all? 
Phonics: 
Daily phonics lessons are online. Please see phonics letters for the times of lessons and how to access them. The link is in the websites section of the year one class page. Don’t forget the flash cards are there to watch on our class page!

This week we will follow on from doubling by halving. This would be a great week to make a cake or pizza! Keep it all super practical, lots of physically halving items. If you were planning on doing a food shop then biscuits, pizza bases and toppings, fairy cake mixtures, fajita wraps, pastas and pulses would be great for this week.

Day One- Discuss what a half is and that half of something must have two equal sides (otherwise it is not fair!)

Have a go at the halving sheet attached together (printed copy in school). 

Day Two- Half Objects around the house and use the halving machine to halve. Don’t worry about printing out just draw three squares. 
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Day Three- Halving items in the kitchen. If you have any packets of biscuits this would be a great time to (not the nice expensive ones!) start to have a go at physically splitting something in half. If you child is confident then break the halves in to quarters and have a discussion around that. Ask, “So if I have three biscuits and I snap them all in halves how many halves will I have all together?” Fajita wraps work well for this too.

Day Four Halving using measure. Using a packet of rice, pasta or pulses sit down together and halve using two bowls. Ask, “Is there the same in both? Have we halved accurately?” Then check if possible using kitchen scales. Explain how kitchen scales are really accurate whereas judging by sight can be inaccurate. Repeat with other store items in the house (e.g. porridge oats, marbles etc.) An extension could be to use coins and discuss that although you have the same amount of coins in each bowl some coins are heavier/ bigger so it’s not a fair half.

Day Five
This would be a great day to bake something together that could be halved, butterfly fairy cakes work well for this!
